Year 5 Lesson: Ratio

Year group: Year 5 (Lower ability  set)

Teaching objective(s): To know ratio and proportion.



References to the Framework: Year 5 - Numbers and the number system, Ratio and Proportion, p26 – To solve simple problems involving ratio and proportion.



Activities: 

Organisation

· Whole class for mental starter and teacher input; 

· 3 groupings by ability for group work.  

· Children in groups using PCs work in pairs.

Mental Starter

· Revise finding ¾ of an amount, play bingo.

Teacher Input

· Display a blank tiled line.  

· Discuss difference between ratio and proportion. 

· Colour one in every 2 of the tiles black – express as ratio and proportion.  

· Repeat for other patterns.

Group Activities

· Higher – Give word and number statements.  Children to use multilink to make the statement true – copy into maths books and write as a ratio and a proportion.

· Middle – ICT – Blank number lines – colour tiles according to ratio/proportion expressed under number line (written in words as well as numbers).

· Lower – To use words ‘for every’ and ‘in every’.  Display word cards and picture fruit cards.  LSA demonstrate making a number sentence – ‘For every 2 apples there are 3 pears.’ Write as a ratio: 2:3 – children repeat making sentences.

Plenary

· On the board show a fruit bowl (such as 3 apples and 4 pears).  

· Children to come to the board and write what they see as a ratio and a proportion.

How use of ICT enhanced the project – Children find the practical application of ratio enhances their learning and the printout of their work is motivating as well.  The ICT activity can be adapted to suit children of different abilities.  Linked to a projector these resources could be used in the main teaching input as well.
